1. Call to order, introductions and sign-in.

A. Coordinator’s Report

Gwen reported that the EPA will be holding a meeting right after the WCRC meeting in June to update the public on the Nelson Tunnel.

B. Chairman’s Report

Zeke attended the Uncompahgre Watershed Meeting in Ouray.  He said he was excited to have been there and to aid other watershed groups in their pursuit of reclamation projects.

C. TAC Report

Bruce has developed an amended schedule for the re-vegetation plots on the floodplain.  He anticipates the total cost to be around $1500.00.  The County has offered to haul the mushroom compost and will be of no cost to the WCRC.  Gwen reminded the Committee that in April the WCRC approved a budget for the plots not to exceed $2000.  Bruce anticipated the plots being planted in October before the ground freezes.  He also wanted to credit Dean Earnhardt with his assistance on the seed mix.  
JB reported on the willow planting and that we still have buckets of willows to plant.  Don suggested that we send a thank you note to all the volunteers who assisted with the willow planting.

D. Financial Report
JB reported that no money has gone out of the M&M account except for the phone bill.  Community Banks account is flush as both checks from the RGWCD have been cleared.
