1. Call to order, introductions and sign-in 1:15.

Zeke Ward-Creede, Bruce VanHavern-CU Geography, Erik Sandvick-Creede, Phil Reinholtz-USFS, Randy Ristau-CDPHE, Jim Matush-Creede, Ed Innerarity-Wason Ranch, Jan Crawford-Creede, Jim Loud-Creede, Guinevere Nelson-WCRC.

2. Approval of June and July Minutes Ed made a motion to approve both sets of minutes, Jim L seconded and the minutes were approved.

3. Additions/Corrections to agenda none were made.
4. Reports:

A. Coordinator’s Report: Guinevere reported that MKX has sent in their final invoice and she has passed that on to RC&D and so we are finished with all grants with them as the WCRC fiscal agent.
B. Chairman’s Report: Zeke reported that he will talk to Don Shank to allow access to the Re-Veg plots.  The Brownfields Grant for the Fairgrounds has been fulfilled on our end.  We will have to amend the Property Profile once the institutional controls are written up by Mark Rudolph.  
C. TAC Report: Bruce reported that he would like to continue with the mushroom compost as an amendment on the reveg plots.  He is trying to get information on the high salt content and sources of components of the compost.  Guinevere reported that the WCRC has identified three additional sites to send into the CDPHE.  Curtis Hartenstine will start the process going with the CDPHE to get us our equipment/supplies and paperwork.  Phil Reinholtz offered large woody debris for use by the WCRC from the USFS in stream or to chip for mulch. 
D. Financial Report
JB was on a search and rescue call, so Gwen reported that there were no unusual expenditures that were not the normal phone bill and internet bill aside from the filters JB purchased for $61.58.
5. Old Business
A. September Creek Clean-Up/Highway Clean Up 
Creek clean-up will be scheduled for September 24.  The Committee will schedule the Highway clean up at the September meeting; in the meantime Gwen will look into finding and or acquiring blaze orange vests for this event.
B. Watering Schedule

The Committee would like JB to coordinate watering with Committee members.  Gwen will ask him if this is acceptable.  Members were noted and will be put on a list to call.

C. San Luis Valley Ecosystem Council CARE Update (Jim Loud)

Jim said that CARE works with local organizations to reduce health hazards.  He feels they are not at this time advantageous to our group, but may be at a later date.

D. Miners and Merchants SoS registry, change of signers on M&M account: 
Erik made the motion to register with the Colorado Secretary of State, remove Carishma Gokahale-Welch from the Miners and Merchants account and add Zeke Ward and Guinevere Nelson.  Ed seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
E. New Computer
The Committee supports the Coordinator choosing the computer of her choice.  Gwen will report to the Committee which computer she purchases.  

6. New Business
A. Soil from Capitol and Aspen water project for use on floodplain
Zeke expressed that the contractors for the city water projects could stockpile the leftover dirt on the floodplain, and there was no concern for contamination.  

B. Coordinator’s Contract
Ed made the motion to renew Guinevere Nelson’s contract as coordinator, Erik seconded the motion.   Bruce made the motion to increase the salary 5% increasing the amount to $33,600.00.  Erik seconded the motion and the motion passed.  Ed Innerarity offered to pay for the filters and orange vests to continue to support WCRC.
C. Virginia Christensen Trust
Gwen asked the Committee if they wanted to be on the City Board meeting agenda to ask them to be our sponsor for VCT funds, since the WCRC is not a 501 (c)(3).  There was discussion about using other local non-profits, for example the MCFA and the LWCRCo LLC. Gwen will get on the work session agenda and ask for the best way for WCRC to request Virginia Christensen funds.  Jim L asked to have this item on the September agenda.
D. WCRC Work Plan

Gwen has requested to have the Committee focus on a work plan to guide WCRC activities.  She will have guidance documents next meeting and has asked to have a sub-committee formed.
E. Fall Water Sampling

Gwen has been in conversation with Jeff Graves to see his availability.  He will be available to run the Marsh McBirney the last two weeks of September through the first two weeks of October.  This item will be on the September agenda.
